National Assessment Program Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) 
Students in years three, five and seven will sit the NAPLAN tests next Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday. This process involves testing of Mathematics and all aspects of Literacy and forms an 
important part of our licensing agreement with Education Queensland International. More importantly, 
NAPLAN provides us with valuable learning data of individual students, student cohorts and a reflection 
of whole school performance. 
 

These tests provide a “point in time” evaluation of student performance and are not intended as a pass 
or fail style of test. Data gathered from these tests is used by teachers to establish where a child is at in 
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their learning; measure distance travelled in learning and helps inform us of areas that require focus for 
teacher professional development. 
 

NAPLAN compliments the existing range of assessment methods we use at Lihir International Primary 
School and while it is important for students to do their best in these tests it is also important that they 
are not overwhelmed by the experience – due to this teachers will ensure that students are prepared for 
the type of test they can expect to undertake; however, our students will not be subjected to excessive 
“test coaching” or “teaching to the test” as the best preparation for students is to be learning in line with 
our Australian Curriculum expectations.
